Due to this the local
well head (Well 4) and ugrades to the nano treatment facility cannot produce water in the event of loss of power. When
this event happens the water pumping system that maintains required pressure through the distribution system is also
compromised. Too add the required chemical injection componants to maintain safe quality of potable water are also
